Discussion 
included the future use of the building previously used by Emergency Management Agency at 122 Hout 
Street, Warrensburg and Burg Fest September 25-26, 2020. 
 
Fees received in December, 2019 from Stormy Taylor, Recorder of Deeds were approved. Fees deposited with 
the Treasurer were $38,550.25. Also submitted 2019 year end totals for allocations $414,908.95. 
 
The Commissioners received notice from the Missouri Department of Conservation for the County Briefing 
with County Aid Road Trust (CART) cost share of $13,792.00 in fiscal year 2019. 
 
The Commissioners reviewed the Villages of Whiteman Neighborhood Improvement District invoice # 6157 
in the amount of $23,004.95 from Allstate Consultants. 
 
The Commissioners reviewed the University of Missouri Extension invoice # 2020-01 in the amount of 
$6,600 for 3/4 of the Youth Program Assistant position shared with MU extension. 
 
Commissioner Kavanaugh motioned and Commissioner Marr seconded to approve the 2020 Transfer from 
Tax Maintenance Fund. Motion approved unanimously. 
WHEREAS, the Collector’s Maintenance Fund was established pursuant to 52.312 RSMo for the purpose of 
funding additional costs and expenses incurred in the office of collector; and, 
WHEREAS, 52.317(1) RSMo states that any moneys accumulated and remaining in the tax maintenance 
fund as of December thirty-first each year in all counties other than counties of the first class shall be 
limited to an amount equal to the previous year’s approved budget for the office of collector.  Any moneys 
remaining in the tax maintenance fund as of December thirty-first each year that exceed the above-
established limits shall be transferred to county general revenue by the following January fifteenth of each 
year; and, 
WHEREAS, the Adopted 2020 Budget shows a balance of $190,821 as of December 31, 2019 in the 
Collector’s Maintenance Fund; and,  
WHEREAS, the approved 2019 budget for the Johnson County Collector was $165,000 and, 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Johnson County Commission hereby authorizes the Auditor to transfers the 
difference of $25,821 from the Collector’s Maintenance Fund (15) to General Revenue (001-000-45831) by 
January 15, 2019 pursuant to 52.317(1) RSMo. 
 
The Commissioners met with Gary Bell, Road and Bridge Supervisor, regarding ongoing road and bridge 
projects. 
Commissioner Kavanaugh motioned and Commissioner Marr seconded to approve the Missouri State Bid 
Purchase of a John Deere 6130M Cab Tractor from Deere and Company, AG-Power, Inc. of Centerview, 
Missouri for a total amount of $100,334.44 from Road Paving Use Tax – Equipment (078-000-56810). Motion 
approved unanimously.

WHEREAS, a novel coronavirus (now known as “COVID-19”) emerged in Wuhan, China, began infecting 
humans in December 2019, and has since spread to worldwide, including the United States; and  
WHEREAS, the World Health Organization and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (“CDC”) 
have declared COVID-19 a “pandemic,” and the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (“HHS”) 
Secretary has declared that COVID-19 creates a public health emergency; and  
WHEREAS, Johnson County (“County”) has been working in collaboration with the CDC, HHS, and local 
health and public safety agencies to monitor and plan for the containment and subsequent mitigation of 
COVID-19 through the formation of a Johnson County COVID-19 Task Force; and 
WHEREAS, on March 13th,2020, the Director of the Johnson County Emergency Management Agency 
ordered the activation of its County Emergency Operations Center in support of the Johnson County 
COVID-19 Task Force, to maintain situational awareness and coordinate the response to any potential 
COVID-19 impacts across the County; and  
WHEREAS, as of March 16th, 2020, there are 3,774 confirmed and/or presumed positive cases of COVID-19 
in the United States resulting in 69 deaths; and 
WHEREAS, as of March 16th, 2020 there are six (6) confirmed positive cases in the State of Missouri; and 
WHEREAS, while it is anticipated that a high percentage of those affected by COVID-19 will experience 
mild influenza-like symptoms, COVID-19 is a disease capable of causing severe symptoms or loss of life, 
particularly to older populations and those individuals with preexisting conditions; and  
WHEREAS, it is critical to prepare for and respond to suspected or confirmed cases in the County and to 
implement measures to mitigate the spread of COVID-19; and  
WHEREAS, this threat of imminent disaster and emergency has the potential to cause significant adverse 
impacts upon the population throughout the County; and  
WHEREAS, this threat of imminent disaster and emergency has already caused local impacts and will likely 
prompt additional local measures, including affected municipal governments to declare local disaster 
emergencies because of COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, there are over 400,000 individuals living with Down syndrome in the United States; and, 
WHEREAS, it is estimated that 78 people live with Down syndrome in Johnson County, Missouri ranging in 
different levels of severity; and, 
WHEREAS, approximately 30 people live with Down syndrome in Warrensburg, Missouri; and, 
WHEREAS, while research and early intervention have resulted in dramatic improvements to the life span 
and potential of those who are affected, more investigation is needed into the causes and treatment of Down 
syndrome; and, 
WHEREAS, possessing a wide range of abilities, people with Down syndrome are active participants in 
educational, occupational, social and recreational circles of our community; and, 
WHEREAS, on December 19, 2011, the United Nations General Assembly declared March 21st as World 
Down Syndrome Day; and, 
WHEREAS, Down Syndrome Day is an opportunity to enhance public education and awareness about Down 
syndrome; 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Johnson County Commission, does hereby recognize March 21, 2020, as WORLD 
DOWN SYNDROME DAY and encourages our citizens to work together to promote respect and inclusion of 
individuals with Down syndrome and to celebrate their accomplishments and contributions.

Commission adopting an order to shelter in place even if the Sheriff’s Department does not set up 
check points to verify travel intent.  

• The Johnson County Community Health Department is seeking the support of the Johnson County 
Commission.  

• The Missouri State Emergency Management Agency’s Disaster Medical Assistances Team has been 
requested to respond to the County for mutual aid to assist healthcare as needed.  

• A large order of Personal Protective Equipment (N95 Mask/Surgical Mask) has been purchased by 
the County and then will be invoiced to the local organizations as needed. 

• EMA continues to operate short of 1 full time and 1 part time employee.  
• A FEMA Request for Public Assistance has been submitted for the County; with application 

instructions shared with each organization on how they can apply. We’re looking at what’s eligible 
for reimbursement including personnel (Exempt VS Non-Exempt Employees and Overtime Cost). 

 
The Commissioners attended the conference call with Darinda Dick, Western Missouri Medical Center 
(WMMC) CEO/President. Also present was Mary Thaut, Johnson County Community Health Services 
(JCCHS); Darlene Buckstead, JCCHS Board Member; Troy Armstrong, Emergency Management Director. 
Thaut stated Johnson County Community Health Services will be pulling together data for a meeting next 
week for those involved to make an educated decision if the County is to proceed with a Stay at Home Order. 
Thaut stated that even if it is not enforced or enforceable with fines and jail time, there is still a benefit: to 
remind residents of the importance their role to stop the spread of COVID-19. 
Darlene Buckstead recommended the cities adopt their own Stay at Home orders. 
Darinda Dick, Western Missouri Medical Center (WMMC) President/Chief Executive Officer, stated that 
since Friday, March 27, 2020 this situation has seriously escalated. Limited resources at WMMC are a 
concern at this point, with early response vital to this virus. Dick suggested comparing Johnson County to 
Boone and Greene counties as they have similar young populations with universities. Dick stated that 80% 
of the people would stay at home with a shelter in place order. Dick further explained that Greene County is 
not pulling people over to check if they have essential reasons for travelling, but it would be another 
infraction. Enforcing a county-wide curfew may not be feasible at this time but residents need to understand 
authorities are aware of the seriousness of COVID-19. Additional clarification may be necessary for 
businesses and residents regarding the safer behaviors such as limiting the number of people you are 
around, delivery / curbside pickup procedures, social distancing, etc. Dick advised that COVID-19 is very 
contagious and that requires entities and people to take the necessary precautions to protect the health of 
the population. Dick stated the action we take today or do not take today, will show up in the hospital in two 
(2) weeks.

Also present were Casey 
Lund – Warrensburg Mayor, Bryan Jacobs, Scott Munsterman – Sheriff, Emergency Management Agency, 
Johnson County Ambulance District, Heather Reynolds – Treasurer, Darinda Dick – Western Missouri 
Medical Center, Holden Fire Department, City of Knob Noster, Dustin Steinhoff – Daily Star Journal, 
Sedalia Journal, Johnson County Economic Development Corporation (JCEDC), Larry Jennings – Johnson 
County Fire Protection District, Mary Thaut – Johnson County Community Health Services/Public Health 
Officer, Mark Reynolds – Assessor, Holden Fire Department, Dan Houx – Representative District 054, 
Warrensburg Chamber of Commerce, and various members of the community. 
Thaut stated the Johnson County Community Health Services (JCCHS) Board of Trustees are having an 
emergency meeting today at 2:00 p.m. and public may join the meeting by teleconference to address a 
potential Stay at Home Order for Johnson County. Thaut reviewed essential services would be identified in 
the order. Although the drafted order does not currently enforce a curfew, many businesses have limited 
their hours of operation and the result has been reduced traffic. Thaut noted in the event the order (if 
approved) is not followed, community members should notify law enforcement of the incident. Thaut noted 
that 12-24 hours of notice has been discussed, in the event the order is approved. Thaut noted that the order 
does not require essential employees to carry a letter approving their transportation. 
Darinda Dick requests the County proceed with a Stay at Home Order in an effort to slow the transfer of 
COVID-19. Dick reviewed that some test are taking up to 11 days for processing with the majority receiving 
results within 24-48 hours. Daily the number of positive cases increases for Johnson County Residents and 
essential staff (nurses, doctors, and other staff) are nervous and scared that they will run out of protective 
equipment and will be asked to use the equipment in a way that doesn’t fully protect themselves from the 
virus. Dick noted that resources are limited in Johnson County and state-wide. 
Armstrong acknowledged the Stay at Home Order will not end the disease but it will slow the spread. 
Slowing the spread is vital since the virus is believed to be community spread at this point. The community 
is not holding the existing Coronavirus Disease (COVID-19) Public Health Emergency Order for Johnson 
County, Missouri – Updated Guidelines for restaurants and Public Gatherings dated March 19, 2020 as vital 
at this time; this order should remind people of the elevated concern and reiterate the importance of staying 
at home during this time. 
Lockard stated that the Ambulance District agrees with the hospital’s stance on the Stay at Home Order; 
regardless of the plan for enforcement, people will follow the orders as the County continues to express the 
importance.

o Purvis – Support a portion of the funding for small businesses; Clay County may be willing 
to share the documents they are working on. 

o Taylor – Support the use of funds for small businesses and building strong relationships with 
various entities in the County. 

The Commissioners stated a task force has been established and details are being worked on at this 
time. Discussion tabled until May 14, 2020.

buttons, counters 

o Remove handout type material and pens from counters; provide upon request 
• Minimize exposure 

o Limit patron access unless required for office transactions 
o Log patron entry with symptom questions 
o Encourage staff to remain at home if ill 

Roberts described the following items that should be applied for individual office(s): 
• Install a doorbell and keep office doors closed and locked 
• Staff should maintain clean work stations with sanitation preformed at least twice a day  
• Minimize shared items between staff 
• Create between work stations when social distancing guidelines are not maintainable 

Roberts and Elected Officials discussed the following options for public access to the Courthouse: 
• Unlock All Doors – not ideal as no monitoring is available, all surfaces will need constant cleaning, 

and unnecessary patrons will be access common spaces and possibly individual offices 
o Additional cleaning staff may be needed 

• Unlock Handicap Accessible Door – limited access would allow for monitoring the patron’s 
temperature and log as current procedures, prevent unnecessary access to the building (if patrons 
needed the Justice Center or South Annex to take care of their needs), direct traffic to the needed 
office and communicate with the office of the patron’s arrival 

o Additional monitoring and cleaning staff may be needed 
• Appointment Only (closed to public) – all doors locked with appointments required and individual 

office staff to complete patron temperatures and log as current procedures 
o It was noted that staff allow the patron into the building and are aware of the areas traveled 

and surfaces touched during that time but are not aware of their path departing the building 
Taylor stated that things are currently working well for the Recorder’s Office and asked if the value of 
opening a door was worth the additional staff and work.

The Commissioners met by teleconference with Gaynal Taylor regarding her request for the County to 
provide a location for brush and yard debris. The Commissioners stated the County does not provide or 
intend to provide a location for brush and yard debris collection. Taylor requested the Commissioners 
reconsider the request. The Commissioners closed the conversation. 
 
The Commissioners met with Mark Reynolds, Assessor, regarding opening County Offices to the public. 
Commissioner Marr stated he thought the Courthouse could be opened on June 1, 2020; it was noted that 
was in four (4) days and an opening plan was not in place at this time. Reynolds stated he has forward 
signage. Reynolds recommended the county offices remain closed until sneeze guards, signage and 
appropriate reopening plans are in place.

• First layer of Chip N Seal to be applied of 5/8-inch rock with CRS2 Oil at a rate of .38 gallon per 
Square Yard. That layer will be rolled before applying second layer. Second layer to be applied of 5/8-
inch rock and with CRS2 Oil with a rate .40 gallon per square yard. Second layer will be rolled before 
applying the third layer. Third layer of 3/8 inch rock with CRS2 Oil at a rate of .38 gallon per square 
yard. 

• It will be the contractor's responsibility to post all road work and fresh oil signs. Johnson County will 
notify all residents with Door Knockers in advance of road work and application of fresh oil.

Hard Surface Road Escrow Accounts are created in the event a county accepted, hard surface road does not 
connect two (2) county roads or is in a subdivision as the County does not maintain the surface of those 
roads. Since the County does not maintain the surface of those roads, the equivalent of the funds the County 
would have spent in gravel to maintain the surface of the road(s) is annually distributed assist property 
owners to maintain the surface of their road. The funds may be placed in an Escrow Account maintained by 
Johnson County or distributed to an established Home Owners Association/Road Maintenance Association. 
This procedure identifies the process for property owners to access funds held by Johnson County in an 
escrow account. 
Definitions 
Property Owner – Person(s) or entity as identified on real estate property tax records. 
Adjoining Property Owners – Property owners adjoining road(s) accepted by the Johnson County 
Commission. 
Resident – Person(s) who live somewhere permanently or on a long-term basis. 
Procedures 
Property Owner/Petition Carrier 

1. Discuss plans with Property Owners. 
2. Identify road work to be completed. 
3. Request bid(s) for work. 
4. Selects winning bid. 
5. Contact the County Clerk’s Office. 

a. Identify roads accepted and Adjoining Property Owners. 
b. Identify escrow funds available. 
c. Identify the number of involved Property Owners (not necessarily residents). 

i. Contact Assessor’s Office for a list of Property Owner names and addresses. 
d. Identify the number of Adjoining Property Owners required to submit petition (60% of 

individual Adjoining Property Owner approval required). 
e. Prepare the petition. 

6. Circulate petition 
a. Petition must be signed by the Property Owner(s) as identified from the Assessor’s Office. 

(Note: The Resident may not be the Property Owner) 
b. When complete, Petition Carrier signs and gets petition notarized. (County Clerk’s Office is 

available to notarize the petition at no cost) 
7. Submit completed petition to County Clerk for review and Commission decision.

WHEREAS, under the CARES Act, the funds are to be used to make payments for specified uses based on 
the requirements of the CARES Act requirements and United States Department of Treasury guidance; and, 
WHEREAS, generally, the CARES Act provides that payments may only be used to cover costs that: (1) are 
necessary expenditures incurred due to the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19; (2) were not

WHEREAS, Johnson County has reviewed the requirements of the CARES Act and the guidance issued by 
the Department of Treasury and has been working to identify community priorities and develop an 
application process to allow applicants to request CARES Act funds and make award decisions for the use of 
funds; and,

Courtaway reviewed Step 
Three (3) – Implement Controls for COVID-19 

Elimination Control – Eliminates exposure to the 
hazard, highly effective, not feasible in most cases with 
COVID-19 
Engineering Controls for COVID-19 (Control Hazards 
without the Human) – High efficiency air filters, 
increasing ventilation, installing physical barriers, 
installing drive-through windows, negative pressure 
rooms 
Administrative Controls – Keep sick workers home, 
limit access to workplace, stop face to face meetings, no 
touch trash cans, start teleworking, hand sanitizer 60% 
alcohol, require regular hand washing, stop non-
essential travel, alternate work shifts, post handwashing 
signs in restrooms, cover coughs and sneezes, provide customers and the public with tissues and receptacles, 
don’t use other worker’s phones or desks, establish routine cleaning with EPA-approved disinfectants. 
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) (LAST line of defense – all on the user) – Use face coverings if six 
(6) feet of distance can’t be maintained, most face coverings are not respirators, N95 respirators – good 
protection but hard to come by and must have respirators protection program, face shields – good but don’t 
seal as well as N95 respirator, do not wear gloves. 
Courtaway also noted screening suggestions for COVID-19 – asked about having COVID-19 symptoms in the 
past 24 hours, temperature checks (both parties are encourages to wear PPE), if any applicable symptoms 
services will need to be by phone, mail, internet, or curbside.  
Thompson stated the impracticality of the Courthouse remaining locked to the public with the upcoming 
elections in August and November. Thompson requested precautionary measures be in place by June 22, 
2020 to allow for absentee voting in the Courthouse to include screening (additional staff needed), building 
access, social distancing, cleaning (additional staff needed) and options for at-risk individuals. Thompson 
requested the phase potentially in place for two (2) months through the August 4, 2020 election.

floor

Roof – all dorms are leaking. The Commissioners indicated that they will get someone out to look at the roof 
and move forward with a bid for replacement or repair.   
Repeaters for patrol cars – thirteen of the 37 repeaters are junk and the company is issuing a refund of 
$60,000.  The Sheriff will keep the radios, but replace the repeaters with the state bid holder, Futurecom.  
There will be an additional cost of $125,000 above and beyond the refunded amount.

1. Application 
a. Anyone wishing to bury wire, pipe, cable, fiber optics, or other lines on county road right-of-way 

shall complete and submit an Application for Road Crossing and Road Right-of-way Construction 
and present it to the Johnson County Clerk for approval by the Johnson County Commission at 
least two (2) weeks prior to project start date.  

b. Applications for lines to be buried in the 100 year floodplain must be accompanied by a 
Floodplain Development Permit/Application.   

c. County application for road crossings and road right-of-way construction shall include a copy of 
the plans in its entirety. 

2. Specifications 
a. When a line is being buried, it shall be at a minimum of 42 inches under the roadway and 42 

inches below flow line of ditch. If utility and communication lines are buried with 42 inches of 
cover are within the County easement they must be moved at the utility company’s expense to 
accommodate grading of back slope. 

b. Any water line or sanitary sewer force main must be in a steel encasement from bar ditch to bar 
ditch. 

c. In areas where solid rock is encountered within road right of way, or in a road ditch or stream, 
and with approval of the Johnson County Road Inspector, buried utility and communications will 
be buried no less than 42 inches. 

d. Any road crossing where surface rock is disturbed, the trench will be filled with compressed clay 
and 1 inch crusher run rock for the top six inches. Within one year any area that has settled 
must be filled and brought back to county specifications. 

e. When approaching bridges or a road tube, lines shall be greater than 18 feet from the road 
centerline when within 15 feet of the extended centerline of the road tube or bridge. No lines will 
be attached to bridges without prior permission of the County Road and Bridge Department 
Supervisor or designated representative. 

f. All lines installed by a utility company or individual on county rights-of-way shall be as close to 
property lines as possible. No lines shall be laid parallel in the road surface and the roadbed 
itself except as approved by the County Road and Bridge Department Supervisor or designated 
representative. 

3. Access 
a. At the start of work at a job site the necessary warning signs must be in place for public safety. 
b. One-half of the roadway shall be open at all times. Closure of a roadway during construction 

must be requested with the application and approved by the County Commission or designated 
representative. 

4. Surety Bond or Deposit are required with the submission of the application. 
a. The Water District will put up a $1,000.00 deposit or surety bond to cover installation across 

road projects. The District will notify the county before they dig. 
b. Individual resident crossing county roads with a line of any kind shall make a deposit of $100.00. 
c. Any utility and/or cable company for such utility and/or cable company using a county right-of-

way for installation of any utility or cable lines shall deposit with the County $20,000 in cash or 
a $20,000 security bond for each contract bid with-in the County for each project under 25 miles 
in total length. Projects 25 miles and greater in total length will require a bond equal to at least 
$1,000.00 per mile. 

5. Damage 
a. If installations are not being done according to County specifications, the County can stop 

construction of the project until damage is repaired. At the discretion of the County Road and 
Bridge Department Supervisor or designated representative, construction can resume.  

b. The utility company or individual will be responsible for all damage to county roads and right of 
way, reimbursement of damage shall be made in full if adequate repairs are not made. 

6. Inspections  
a. Inspections are completed throughout the project process by the County Road and Bridge 

Department Supervisor or a Designated Representative including but not limited to: prior to 
start, during project, at completion, and one (1) year after completion to verify and determine the 
project has been done according to county specifications and done satisfactorily. 

7. Approval and Release of Deposit / Surety Bond 
a. The County Road and Bridge Department Supervisor or a Designated Representative submits 

the completed Right of Way Application to the County Commission with a recommendation for 
the deposited money or the surety bond to be released. 

b. County Commission authorizes the County Clerk to release the before mentioned surety bond or 
payment to the issuer and the right-of-way project is considered closed. 

This procedure supersedes all previous procedures. All future right-of-way construction must conform to this 
procedure.

contracted rate 
D. County sets up the animal shelter as a county department and leases the facility from the city 

The Commission doesn’t desire to own or operate the shelter as a county department.  The Commissioners 
are in agreement that an animal shelter is needed for the residents of Johnson County as a matter of public 
health and safety.  They agreed to move forward with conversations with all parties as well as legal counsel 
to determine what their involvement would be. 
Brantner reviewed steps for proceeding: 

1. Get entities involved 
2. Assessment by a consultant (request for proposal cost could be shared between entities) 
3. Educate the public 
4. Ballot measure for tax 

Brantner also encouraged involvement with the University of Missouri Veterinary Medicine.

The Commissioners met with Moriah Carpenter and Anthony Castillo of Washington Roofing and 
Insulation, Grain Valley to review their submitted proposal for the Johnson County Sheriff's Office and 
Detention Facility Roof Repairs. Washington reviewed the product is the same type of material you find in 
the bed liner of a truck noting that fasteners and seams are the biggest problem areas with a metal roof.  
The "gray" goes over the bullet heads and seams, prevents them from popping open. Then coat the whole roof 
with the topcoat. Warranty depends on the amount of topcoat is applied. The thicker the topcoat, the longer 
the warranty (Three options were provided it the bid.) Carpenter explained after the warranty period is 
complete, the County would need to arrange for the roofs power wash and recoat. Carpenter stated they 
experimented with many products and polyurea is extremely tough but gives enough room for the metal roof 
to expand and contract without popping open. Bid included the cost of the administration building which is 
not in poor condition yet, but allows whole complexes roof to be under the same warranty. The clear epoxy 
used over the skylights that doesn't darken with age. Commissioner Gabel expressed concern with days to 
start the project. Carpenter explained the product should be applied when weather is 40 degrees and rising, 
dry, and minimal wind. Washington uses windscreens and a technique that is "slow and low" and take their 
time, which will minimize overspray toward the parking lot; their insurance will cover overspray.   
They have a great deal of experience with the products they bid. Washington Roofing is a multigenerational 
company. Applicators have been with them for years. Castillo is a master installer and would act as the 
foreman. They take a lot of pride in their work with repeat customers and very low turnover of employees.   
 
The Commissioners met with SRI Contractors LLC Representatives to review their submitted bid for the 
Johnson County Sheriff's Office and Detention Facility Roof Repairs.

Schlesselman suggested to complete the roof with the 
most repairs needed first and complete the next roof six (6) to nine (9) months later. This would allow the 
work to be completed in a more affordable manner.   
Two Applications: remove the screw down and replace with a new screw down roof. The bid included 
installation over the current roof (attached to the structural system) with a standing seam roof which would 
be a fifty-year roof.  Pro - don't disrupt the business underneath. Con - current insulation is pretty ratty.  
Insulation stays in place, between the old and new roof.   
Schlesselman suggested the Commission not proceed with a roof spray or coating due to his experience with 
birds eating the outer layer with tree saplings start to grow because seedlings have worked their way into 
cracks. Schlesselman stated if the outer skin is broached, the underneath layer will rust or rot depending on 
what it is and in his educated opinion, TPO is better than coating. The warranty for the overlay is 20-25 
years. Lifespan is 50 years.

The Commissioners met with Delta Innovative Services Representatives to review their submitted bid for 
the Johnson County Sheriff's Office and Detention Facility Roof Repairs. 
Delta recommended a Thermoplastic Polyolefin (TPO) welded with hot air, fused with a rhino bond plates 
and heated with an induction welder. 
The new product will go through the purlins on the existing roof. R-value (measure of a material's resistance 
to heat flow) is 6-7; higher R-value (up to 30) is possible with a change to different materials but the change 
would impact the cost. It was noted that an improved HVAC system would assist with the R-value. 
Installation would be one continuous sheet, removing all seams across each building and selecting a white 
roof will reflect heat in the summer months and help keep the building temperature cooler. 
Delta offers a two (2) year warranty as the contractor; 18 additional years is available through manufacturer 
for a total 20-year warranty. Straight line winds are a consideration; there are multiple points of 
attachment. Delta will test every morning for variations in temperature or humidity to determine that the 
layers of the roof will be placed consistently. Delta stated the magnetic weld, slope of the roof, new guttering 
and new downspouts will eliminate water penetrating the new roofing system. The bid included prevailing 
wage. Delta explained their system different from a spray foam system because they are changing the 
condensation point and going to a reflective membrane. Just like you can't paint a dirty house, can't coat a 
flawed roof. There are spray applications for roofs but Delta doesn’t recommend it in this instance.   
Project will take twenty working days from when they start; they had a sixty-day lead time (putting them 
into November).  Not using adhesives means there will not be issues with freezing. It was noted they will not 
work if there is ice on the roof but staff will adjust the start time to let the frost melt off. If the workers can 
work comfortably and safely, they can work. Delta noted this product is applied in Alaska where temps get 
to -40 degrees. Delta clarified, if the project is divided, the quoted pricing may be affected; the amount of 
product used, affects the overall price.

Region F Solid Waste Recycling held October 10 & 11, 2020 and sales tax. 
 
Commissioner Kavanaugh motioned and Commissioner Marr seconded to approve the Commission Order as 
follows: WHEREAS, The Children’s Mercy Hospital, is a corporation having its principal place of business at 
2401 Gillham Road, Kansas City, Missouri 64108 (the “Hospital”); and, WHEREAS, the Hospital renders 
necessary medical and surgical treatment to all children requiring its services regardless of the ability of the 
parents or guardians of such children to pay for the same; and, WHEREAS, for many years, the Hospital has 
rendered treatment from Johnson County whose parents or guardians are unable to pay any or for only a 
part of the cost of necessary medical treatment; and, WHEREAS, for the year ending December 31,2019, the 
Hospital has furnished unreimbursed medical treatment to various children of Johnson County in the sum of 
$23,266.892; and, WHEREAS, recognizing the financial burden undertaken by the Hospital in caring for 
such children from the County, the County desires to enter into a contractual arrangement with the 
Hospital, at least in part, for the cost of such unreimbursed medical treatment; NOW, THEREFORE, the 
Johnson County Commission hereby authorizes the Johnson County Presiding Commissioner to enter into 
the grant agreement providing $12,000.00 to The Children’s Mercy Hospital.

Correspondence was received October 9, 2020 from Johnson County Community Health Services (Stephanie 
Long, Medical Director and Corrine Burgin, Board of Trustees Chair) with a plea "that community leaders 
play their part to ensure the safety and well-being of all residents, families, friends and visitors to Johnson 
County." regarding the recently adopted Public Health Order (Face Covering Order). Enclosed was the 
Public Health order requiring community residents and visitors over the age of five (5) to wear face masks 
(coverings) adopted by the Johnson County Community Health Services Board and Public Health Officer. It 
was requested that the Commissioners endorse a county-wide public health order by signing the enclosed 
Endorsement 1 prior to October 30, 2020 to support the enforcement of Section 192.300 RSMo according to 
law. Also enclosed, was a COVID-19 Update printed October 6, 2020 and a letter to Johnson County from 
Western Missouri Medical Center (WMMC), signed by 54 providers: “As healthcare providers we understand 
that wearing a mask is hot, uncomfortable and annoying, yet we wear them all day to protect ourselves, our 
families and this community. Therefore we ask you to join the fight to decrease the devastating effects of this 
pandemic on our nation. So please help us protect your family, friends, local businesses, medical team and 
community. Masking doesn’t stop the spread of COVID-19, but it does slow it so we can continue to have the 
resources and manpower to provide medical care to everyone affected. Masking isn’t political; it’s medical. 
We encourage you to mask to protect everyone’s health, including your own.” 
Commissioner Gabel stated his support of the Public Health Order (face covering order) and his desire to 
sign the endorsement. 
Commissioner Marr stated local law enforcement is not in favor of the enforcing the mask order and 
although people should wear masks but not be fined for non-compliance. Marr stated he is not against people 
wearing a mask. 
Commissioner Kavanaugh stated if you feel you need to wear a mask, as self-preference, we aren’t going to 
enforce anything. Observe the signage if face masks are required, then the patron should follow the request 
or take their business elsewhere.

The Honorable Johnson County Commission met this day pursuant to adjournment. Present: Bill Gabel, 
Presiding Commissioner; John Marr, Eastern Commissioner; Charles Kavanaugh, Western Commissioner; 
and Diane Thompson, County Clerk. The following proceedings were had to-wit:

Accounts payable in the amount of $214,665.02 was reviewed and approved for payment. 
 
The Commissioners met with Jeanie Cunningham, Martha Bennett, Janette Pogue of Mike Keith Insurance 
to discuss their submitted proposal for Health Insurance and Brokerage Services. 
Present: Mark Reynolds, Assessor; Stormy Taylor, Recorder; Scott Munsterman, Sheriff; Heather Reynolds, 
Treasurer; Nancy Jo Jennings, Public Administrator; Lindsay Rankin, Public Administrator Deputy; Mary 
Pat Purcell, Auditor Chief Deputy; Tracy Brantner, Johnson County Economic Development Corporation; 
Babette Sproat, Road and Bridge Department. 
Marc Wiersma and Alex Adams reviewed services available through CIGNA; covered individuals would 
receive: client manager, client service consultant, wellness consultant, all of which are local in the Kansas 
City area. Mike Keith Insurance secured a commitment of $15,000 from CIGNA for the county wellness fund 
and will contribute an additional $3,000 from Mike Keith. Adams also secured a $30,000 transition rebate on 
the first month’s premiums. CIGNA provides 24 hour/7 day/365 days a year concierge customer service 
access to their clients. There is integration of medical, pharmacy and mental health services all under the 
CIGNA umbrella. Also discussed was the need for a broker as opposed to the county accepting bids directly 
from the carrier. Wiersma indicated that 99% of their clients use a broker, as the broker is typically local 
and knows the needs of the client. In a renewal situation, the carrier can leverage coverage over the client 
where the broker works for the client directly to garner the best coverage for the best rate. The carrier would 
also not perform site visits every two weeks like Mike Keith currently does and would continue to do in their 
proposal. Jeannie Cunningham with Mike Keith presented rate proposals: three (3) current Health Savings 
Account (HSA) options and five (5) Preferred Provider Organization (PPO) options for the county to consider. 
Cunningham also presented the renewal rate from Lifestyle, which was a zero percent increase for 2021 and 
no more than a 5% rate increase for 2022. Cunningham concluded her presentation with a recommendation 
to accept the bid from CIGNA, a national carrier with all major hospitals in the KC metro care in their 
network.

The Commissioners met with Jeremy Billington of Billington Insurance Interview Mike Keith Insurance to 
discuss their submitted proposal for Health Insurance and Brokerage Services. 
Also present: Scott Munsterman, Sheriff; Mark Reynolds, Assessor; Stormy Taylor, Recorder; Mary Pat 
Purcell, Auditor Deputy; Nancy Jo Jennings, Public Administrator; Heather Reynolds, Treasurer; Lisa 
Treece, Human Resources Director; Babette Sproat, Road and Bridge Department. 
Jeremy Billington presented a partially self-funded insurance plan with reinsurance and aggregate 
insurance. Billington based his plan design based off the current plan design with the three Health Savings 
Account (HSA) levels of coverage and indicated that we could build any plan design we want if he is selected 
as the broker for the County. Billington discussed cost shifting measures he could take using a Third-Party 
Administrator (TPA), Medicare, Medicaid, and drug subsidies. Billington presented Cape Girardeau, Miller 
and Camden Counties as examples of other counties that he represents. The TPA has an adjuster dedicated 
to our county. When we call in, we consistently talk to the same person. His health care network is Freedom 
Network Select, the same as BCBS. Billington's approach to health care insurance is taking advantage of the 
loopholes in the Affordable Care Act (ACA) to cost shift the claims to "other payers" under the Affordable 
Care Plan (ACP). The county employee is still covered under the ACP. Billington indicated he would take 
over the benefits "as/is" for year one with three HSA plan designs. Year two he would start tweaking the 
numbers and making changes.  
 
The Commissioners met with Darlene Buckstead regarding the Commission’s response to the request to 
endorse the Johnson County Community Health Services (JCCHS) Public Health Order (Mask / Face 
Coverings). 
Commissioner Kavanaugh stated his opposition to fines in this Public Health Order and his support of the 
original mandate. Kavanaugh stated individuals should be allowed to wear a mask or not, however, if a sign 
is on a business door, individuals should respect the owner’s request and wear a mask or not enter the 
building. 
Buckstead reviewed JCCHS’s decision to not include fine amounts in the Public Health Order, so they could 
be determined by the legal system. 
Commissioner Marr stated his believe that more people will do something if they are asked to do something 
than if they are told. Marr also stated that if a face mask requirement is in place, those not wearing a mask 
should have a card or certificate stating the person has medical release to not wear a mask. Commissioner 
Marr agreed that people should wear masks but knows that the legal system will not act on enforcement. 
Marr also stated that he is just as liable to pick up COVID-19 weather people are wearing masks or not. 
Commissioner Gabel stated an ordinance would be required for fines to be applied. Gabel also expressed 
concern because of the significant increase in active cases and with Warrensburg now reaching national 
recognition. 
Diane Thompson presented an opportunity from Alec Schwentz, Missouri Medical Supplies, for a joint effort 
with Johnson County and Johnson County Community Health Services for education to help reduce spread 
of COVID-19 with each household being delivered a packet that would include: educational materials, masks 
and sanitizer (3 weeks of supply). 
 
The Commissioners met with Randy Russell, Cathy Tague, Blake Hiatt of Insurance & Benefits Group (IBG) 
Interview Connell to discuss their submitted proposal for Health Insurance and Brokerage Services. 
Also present: Mark Reynolds, Assessor; Scott Munsterman, Sheriff; Stormy Taylor, Recorder; Nancy 
Heather Reynolds, Treasurer; Laurie Donald, Treasurer Deputy; Lisa Treece, Human Resources Director; 
Babette Sproat, Road and Bridge Department; Mary Pat Purcell, Auditor Deputy. 
Russell presented rates from CIGNA and noted that after the renewal rate was available, CIGNA came in 
with new rates that were 9% lower. IBG presented the same rates and plan designs as Bukaty and Mike 
Keith Insurance, noting that the carriers provide the same rates to all brokers so there isn't any difference in 
what he is offering versus what the other brokers offer in terms of the CIGNA rates. Russell noted some 
employees prefer the Preferred Provider Organization (PPO) design and some prefer the Health Savings 
Account (HAS) design, so both are being offered. Russell discussed the Compliance Dashboard feature that 
will not only provide assistance with the Affordable Care Act (ACA), 1094 and 1095 reporting but also 
provide information in the form of newsletters to Human Resources. Russell stated that Cheryl Trelow 
would continue doing in person enrollment as she does now with the ancillary insurance. There is also an 
employee navigator that can be used as a secondary option. IBG's proposal didn't address wellness in great 
length, but they stated that they could offer a wellness piece through CIGNA. IBG would be the claims 
advocate for any issues employees have. They would also assist with employees that transition off of county 
insurance to Medicare. There was discussion regarding flex spending accounts for employees that choose the 
PPO over the HSA. With a PPO, employees would only have the option of a limited FSA that can be used for 
vision and dental. For the PPO options, the copays would go toward the out of pocket, but not the deductible.  
 
Commissioner Marr and Commissioner Gabel met with Jennifer Owens regarding the Villages of Whiteman 
(VoW) Neighborhood Improvement District with an update that dirt work was being done by Higgins 
Asphalt. Owens stated she has not received documentation regarding the 250% increase in engineering fees 
from Allstate Consultants, Chad Sayre. Owens expressed concern about additional work Derrick Campbell 
and some other guys talking about the low spots in the pavement of VoW and made the statement that VoW 
was going to pay for him and his people to come up there with a change order and she didn’t feel like they 
should pay for it. 
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6th Day’s Proceedings, 15th Day of October 2020 
The Commissioners met with Jack Abbott, Jeff Weber, Kyle Shell, and various additional representatives by 
teleconference of Connell Insurance & Insurance Program Managers Group (IMPG) to discuss their 
submitted proposal for Health Insurance and Brokerage Services. 
Also present: Scott Munsterman, Sheriff; Stormy Taylor, Recorder; Heather Reynolds, Treasurer; Mary Pat 
Purcell, Auditor Deputy; Lisa Treece, Human Resources Director; Babette Sproat, Road and Bridge 
Department. 
IPMG is the Third Party Administrator (TPA) and Connell is the broker, located in SW Missouri. They use 
Spectrum Underwriting and presented a self-funded insurance plan. Their proposal included a total 
maximum dollar amount of $1,747,904 that the county would pay in 2021 based on the current number of 
covered lives (employees and dependents). That amount will vary based on the number of employees covered 
on the insurance from month to month. It was noted that the Road and Bridge Department and Sheriff 
Department both have several openings, so an increased number of employees will mean an increase to the 
total amount paid for the year. They recommend a 12/12 formula (incurred in 12 months/paid in 12 months). 
The network is First Health (which the county has used before with Lifestyle). The county would pay a 
monthly cost of $51,190 to cover all fixed costs. Connell/IPMG recommended budgeting an additional 
$94,000 per month to put toward claims. This would be a level funded, self-insured plan with the same 
amount going toward costs and claims each month. Any overage at the end of the year rolls over toward the 
next year's claims. If the county experienced higher claims than what was budgeted, companion insurance 
will cover the shortfall. That would have to be paid back at the end of the year if the county had a surplus.  If 
there is no surplus, it doesn't get paid back but will raise rates for the following year. Connell would provide 
customer service and assist with open enrollment. Connell and IPMG both have online portals available to 
employees. Renewal rates are requested at the end of September with IPMG typically providing rates 10-12 
weeks before renewal for the upcoming year. They prefer to have an agreement to have a group they cover 
for three years. Wellness is covered in questions 19-21 on page 9 and addresses fees for wellness component 
and health management consultant. 
 
The Commissioners met with Rick Morris regarding his opposition the Commission’s decision to not endorse 
the Johnson County Community Health Services (JCCHS) Public Health Order (Mask / Face Coverings). 
Morris asked Commissioner Kavanaugh and Commissioner Marr why they choose to not endorse the Public 
Health Order. Commissioner Marr stated his opinion is not to burden the sheriff, police and highway patrol 
to write tickets for individuals and businesses that then would not be prosecuted by the Court. 
Commissioner Marr also stated his viewpoint is that more community members would respond in 
compliance by being asked, not told, to wear a mask. Commissioner Marr also stated that people should be 
respectful of businesses that require masks.  
Commissioner Kavanaugh stated there is no way to enforce the Public Health Order and it should be a 
personal preference to wear or not wear a mask. Commissioner Kavanaugh stated since there is no way to 
enforce the Public Health Order, there is no reason to have one. 
Morris stated his desire to see County Leadership err on the side of caution for the safety of the county 
citizens. Morris stated the mask order is similar to the need and enforcement of burn bans and speed limits 
with the number of residents contracting and dying (15 currently dead) continuing to rise from COVID-19. 
Morris stated Whiteman Air Force Base (WAFB) requires mask but they need the support from the rest of 
the County, so that the WAFB mission is not compromised.  
Commissioner Marr stated he is not personally against mask as Marr recently went to Henry County, with 
no face covering order and still wore a mask. 
Commissioner Gabel stated JCCHS made a recommendation, County should sign the endorsement to 
establish fines. Gabel stated the Commission should listen to and endorse the JCCHS Public Health Order.

The Commissioners met with Bill Payne regarding the Commission decision to reduce or exclude certain 
items from Cuttin Up Meat Processing, Lyme Laser Center of Central Missouri L. L. C., and Stephens 
Chiropractic L. L. C. Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (“CARES Act”) Fund – Round Two 
(2) Applications. Payne stated that funds have been allocated to schools and other tax funded entities with 
24 business receiving less than 10% of funding.  
Lyme Laser Center of Central Missouri L. L. C. and Stephens Chiropractic L. L. C.   
Payne reviewed they have been limited to treating one (1) person at a time due to COVID-19 social 
distancing guidelines and restrictions (previously able to serve two). They are currently three (3) weeks out 
on appointments with two (2) rooms dedicated to chiropractor appointments and one (1) room for lyme 
disease treatments. Lyme disease treatment requires a two (2) hour session in five (5) steps with two (2) 
appointments per week phase 1 (12 weeks) and phase 2 (6 months). To maintain business operations with 
respect to COVID-19 restrictions, they will need additional space and equipment. 
Commissioner Kavanaugh explained the application requests received were greater than the available 
CARES Act funds and since the expansion of the building was eliminated, the equipment (that was going be 
in the building) was also eliminated. 
Commissioner Marr stated, prior to this meeting, he was unaware of the impact of lyme disease or how it is 
affected by COVID-19 and therefore didn’t see how requests would be eligible for CARES funds as the 
application did not provide adequate explanation of how the expense was eligible. 
Cuttin Up Meat Processing  
Payne stated prior to COVID-19 Cuttin Up Meat Processing only processed deer. With the reduced capacity 
of processing in commercial meat processing due to COVID-19 restrictions and guidelines, smaller meat 
processors were encouraged to increase processing. Payne reviewed that USDA requires deer to be processed 
in different equipment and space than beef and pork. Cuttin Up Meat applied for Missouri Department of 
Agriculture – Meat & Poultry Processing Grant Program as well as the Johnson County CARES funding 
Round 2 Reimbursement and Pre-approval. Payne stated Cuttin Up Meat Processing was approved for 
$200,000 through the Missouri Meat & Poultry Program grant but due to a more challenging reimbursement 
process, Payne decided to withdraw this application since County criteria was easier to meet. The next day 
Payne also withdrew the Cuttin Up Meat Preapproval Application from the Johnson County CARES Round 
2. Now, Cuttin Up Meat Processing will only receive $15,000 from Johnson County CARES Round 2 
reimbursement.  
Payne didn’t understand why he wasn’t notified before the County CARES deadline that the County 
wouldn’t have enough funds to preapprove the expansion of the Stephens Chiropractic L.L.C. as requested in 
its Preapproval application similar to when Brantner and Kavanaugh met with him regarding the Cuttin Up 
Meat Processing request for building expansion in its preapproval application. Brantner offered that the 
CARES guidance clearly facilitates CARES funding for the purpose of supporting food supply chain 
improvements and capacity. The CARES guidance does not provide the same support for chiropractic 
services or lyme disease treatment services.   
 
The Commissioners approved a wage continuation extension a Road and Bridge Employee. 
 
The transfer of funds for payroll of County Officials and employees for the period October 3, 2020 to October 
16, 2020, was approved from County funds in the following amounts: County Revenue: $63,030.25; Road and 
Bridge Department: $30,890.42; Assessment: $12,506.87; Bridge Construction: $23,660.63; Juvenile Officers:

The Commissioners met with Stephen Mukembo, Kim Hall, Allison Bolt, Dale Jarman, and Paul Polychronis 
for the University of Missouri (MU) Extension Monthly Update. Commissioner Gabel stated he attended 
part of the MU Extension meeting but lost connection to the virtual meeting. Mukembo and Jarman 
reviewed the Fiscal Year 2021 Budget Request with the budget request to be $80,000 within three (3) or four 
(4) years. Mukembo reviewed the plan to increase Johnson County’s contributions to support 50% 
(approximately $18,000) of the 4-H Youth Program Associate (YPA) salary but if that is not within the 2021, 
any increase would be greatly appreciated. Hall reviewed the YPA salary is funded by the County, MU and 
fundraising efforts like the 4-H carnival. If the 4-H can do their carnival, there would be approximately 
$3,000 available for the YPA salary. The Commissioners stated they would review the request and be in 
contact Mukembo when a decision was made. 
 
The Commissioners discussed the Neighborhood Improvement District: Villages of Whiteman Road 
Improvements. Discussion included Derin Campbell’s email: “Below are the agreed upon actions that were to 
be taken by the contractor. Once these were accomplished then closeout paperwork would be started.  The 
action taken is in green print. 
HOA said they would accept ditching responsibilities with the deduct but this does not include backfilling 
the areas at edge of asphalt. Commissioners agreed.  Has been backed out in Final Change Order 

1. We agreed that contractor needed to provide black dirt, placement, seeding along edges of asphalt 
because of elevation being higher than planned. All agreed. Done 

2. HOA / commissioners agreed that area by cul-de-sac  (crown point) needed a fair amount of dirt and 
this was not incidental to project. Requested quoted from contractor to do this 
work. Contractor said he was not interested in doing work and refused to provide a quote. 

3. HOA said that they would take care of cement chunks as long as contractor addressed other items, and 
they would agree to additional asphalt claims but they still wanted deduct for lack of traffic control 
and supervision and they wanted an adjustment to be applied for the additional engineering fees. I 
told them we would review and discuss with my team and the contractor.  I told them I had not 
reviewed our detailed invoices, but I knew we had to spend extra trips, and that the FDR award was 
not anticipated. Contractor fixed additional noted blemishes in asphalt. Corrected birdbath 
(I poured water on the fix and it drains SLOW, but eventually drains. Contractor also 
applied slurry seal to cracks in front of George & Jennifer’s house yesterday. 

4. Commission approved the Pay estimate #1, and wanted the items above addressed and for Allstate to 
report back.  

The contractor has completed the requested items, therefore I sent the Final Change Order yesterday for his 
signature. When he sends it back, we will sign and forward to commission for their signature. Once that is 
signed the pay request #2-Final will be submitted. This will pay the contractor in full, including the 
retainage.” 
Commissioner Gabel stated his approval of the satisfactory work completed and concurrence to make the 
final payment. Commissioner Marr suggested they review the project and discuss with the homeowners to 
confirm they are satisfied with the work completed. Discussion was tabled.

Bloom reviewed that WAR and City of Warrensburg (CoW) Attorneys met and discussed some issues 
regarding the contract.  

• Annual Funding: WAR requested wording on annual funding be specific; Lund stated the CoW wants 
to be as flexible as possible, but also transparent to the public as the CoW is audited annually. 
Barnett stated the current language is acceptable to her. 

• Animal Control Officer (ACO): WAR was previously advised for the ACO to be maintained by CoW; 
with new legal advise for ACO to be maintained by the shelter since the County tax (if approved by 
voters) would not be appropriate to fund a CoW position. Bloom reviewed that ACOs would not be 
allowed to enter a property without warrants but with control of the position, WAR anticipates being 
able to complete tasks more efficiently. Lund proposed a similar agreement with the schools and 
their School Resource Officer (SRO). SROs are deputized through the city but funded through the 
school with a cooperative agreement that could be through a city or the county. Lund reviewed that 
SROs would then be dedicated for WAR full time and not pulled into CoW to fill gaps with the Police 
Department. Bloom stated ACOs are not currently able to enter people property now. Kavanaugh 
stated ACOs are not deputized now but only funded through the Police Department. Barnett 
reviewed that the ACO would need enforcement power through a change in city code and the 
language is extensive. Barnett suggested the ACO be a separate contract. Lund stated the 
agreement would need to be completed and ACO services in place by July 1, 2021.

• Shelter Facility: Bloom reviewed the shelter is at maximum capacity and using multiple pet fosters 
with the current shelter services. The expansion of services and additional publication of services 
may create a need to expand the facility. Lund stated there is room for expansion onsite within the 
current five (5) acre lot for additional building(s) and cages. WAR does not anticipate being prepared 
to start a building project in 2021. Lund reviewed CoW is not deeding over any land and CoW may 
carve a section to use for other things. 

• Capital Improvements: Bloom reviewed the current document is for a triple net lease with WAR 
utilizing the building and the responsibility for insurance and all maintenance. WAR requested CoW 
be responsible for repairs over $5,000. Lund reminded that $20,000 emergency funds was available; 
Bloom noted that interior and exterior floor sealing was estimated at $42,000 (which must be 
completed prior to inspection for Animal Care Facility Program). Barnett stated that tenants 
typically do not repair HVAC, electrical, foundation, or structural repairs. Lund reviewed that 
tenants typically pay rent, which WAR is not asked to do. Lund stated CoW feels they have gone 
above and beyond by providing a facility, vehicles and more funds than originally offered. CoW paid 
$400,000 to build the building, CoW has an interest to protect their investment. Kavanaugh 
recommended the building be inspected, serviced and certified before the lease goes into effect. Lund 
stated CoW’s intent is to provide a building that is in good shape, safe, and will serve the people in 
Johnson County for years to come.  

• CoW Recycling Center: Lund reviewed various services are needed and requested by residents 
including animal shelter and recycling. Lund stated CoW is considering using a section of the 5 acres 
for recycling (collection would only be one day a week with the facility staffed during collection) since 
the area is already fenced and accessible to vehicles. Bloom expressed concerns of the impact to 
animals and employees. Bloom reviewed an animal, when going outside to exercise could eat or step 
in excrement and lick their paw, then contracting a coronavirus. Bloom expressed concerns of an 
increased rodent population with rodents being a big spreader of disease. 

• Investments: Lund reviewed that CoW has invested over $200,000 at this point with only budgeting 
$100,000 for the 2021 fiscal year. Lund stated that CoW wants shelter services and wants WAR to be 
successful. CoW has earmarked the current Shelter Van and Animal Control Officer Truck for 
WAR’s use.  

• Current Animal Services: Bloom reviewed shelter services are currently provided to Warrensburg, 
Johnson County and Knob Noster. Animal Control Officers are currently provided by CoW.  and in 
the County, Animal Control is handled by property owners or the Sheriff Department if it is a vicious 
animal situation.  

• Next Steps 
o CoW / WAR / Johnson County Contract: Bloom asked for County’s legal counsels to review 

the document; Kavanaugh stated the County is ready to do that, just need the final 
document.  

o Warrensburg ACO: WAR and CoW will work out the ACO within the next six months. 
o County ACO: Expansion of animal control services to the rest of the County will be the next 

challenge.  
o April Ballot Measure: County Legal Counsel will write April ballot language with 

certification due January 26, 2021.  
o Promotion: Lund and Bloom offered to help promote the ballot issue to other Johnson County 

Communities.  
o Start of Services: it was suggested county-wide ACO services begin in January 2020 to 

promote the passing of the tax. 
o City Agreements: It was discussed that agreements would need to be made with each 

Johnson County entity regarding services. 
o County Animal Control Ordinance

Per 
the City’s attorney, it’s not legal for the shelter to confiscate animals, but the shelter isn’t asking for that 
authority.  If they had a situation that involved confiscation, they would work with law enforcement.  The 
City Manager stated to W.A.R. that the City Council was in favor of the city holding the ACO position.  
Kavanaugh asked if the 501c3 pays for the ACO in Warrensburg, do they have to pay for ACOs in other 
communities.  That was yet to be determined or addressed.  The City doesn’t want to deputize someone not 
on their payroll.  W.A.R. hasn’t asked for that nor do they want it.  It is W.A.R.’s position that removing the 
ACO from the contract would be ideal but the City won’t agree to that.  The Shelter reimbursing the City for 
the ACO doesn’t take effect until July 1st.  Originally, W.A.R. had three initial requests – that the City 
extend the date for either closing the shelter or turning it over to a 501c3 from October 1st to January 1st, 
providing the funds necessary to make the transition from a city-run facility to a non-profit run facility, and 
the City paying for the ACO position.  The City rebuttal to the third point was to pay for the ACO position 
for six months and the Shelter would pay for the position going forward. The public needs to know that the 
Shelter is trying to move forward and isn’t able to come to an agreement with the City.  County Clerk 
Thompson will send the most current contract to county legal counsel and determine if a meeting of all three 
parties would help in settling the ACO issue.
